Use of mats

When a player’s ball lies in the general area* (fairway as well as rough) and a putter is
not being used for a stroke, the player MUST take free relief by lifting the original ball and
placing the original ball or another ball on an artificial mat and play it from there.

The mat must be placed on top of the spot where the ball lies.

The mats are available at the caddy master.

Ball lost in accumulation of leaves
Lost ball - Ball known or virtually certain to be in abnormal course condition
e If your ball has not been found and it is known or virtually certain that your ball came to rest
in or on an abnormal course condition on the course, you may take relief under Rule 16.1b, c
or d. You do this by using the estimated point where the ball last crossed the edge of the
abnormal course condition on the course as the reference point.
